New Member’ Grant Schulte Hobbico AirVista

The old plane was covered in 20 years of dust when | fished it out of my parents’
basement earlier this year, but | was sure | could get it to fly. True, | had almost no
experience with RC planes, and this half-assembled Hobbico AirVista had never
moved an inch on its own power, but how hard could it be?

I’ve always loved planes. | was thrilled when | got this one as a Christmas present in
the late 1990s. But as a high school student back then, | quickly realized that putting
this aircraft in the sky wouldn’t be easy. It took some time to save up for an engine,
propeller, transmitter and receiver, and even more to piece it all together when |
wasn’t in class. Then came college, which, it turns out, is really expensive and time-
consuming, and soon my little project was forgotten.

Years passed. | didn’t think about it much until a few months ago, when my mother
said, “Will you get that thing out of my basement?”

Lipo Battery Safety

Please check out this worthwhile video on LIPO battery safety. Damon Atwood is an
experienced electric pilot with great insights!

LIPO batteries should not be feared, but should be respected and balanced charged
with a quality charger. When batteries get old and puffy, they should be recycled at
Best Buy, Batteries Plus or other battery outlet.

The three key points are:

1. Use a "smart" charger on balanced LIPO charge.

2. Use only healthy batteries, recycle old/tired batteries. (Measure cell resistance if
in doubt.)

3. Be in the room (or nearby) when charging.
