March 2021 Meeting Notes

A Western R/C Flyers meeting was held online
Thursday, March 4% via Zoom, with 5 members
in attendance. President, Rick Miller called the
meeting to order a little after 7 pm.

Old Business:

The main purpose of the meeting was to settle on dates
and responsibilities for 2021 WRCF events. All agreed to
hold 2021 events on the third Saturday of the months
because Omahawk’s club President, Rick Sessions had
previously agreed not to schedule Omahawk events on those
dates. 3 events had been previously discussed, and club
Vice President Tim Peters asked that a fourth event be
added for Old Timer aircraft, and Gliders. The suggestion
was seconded and passed. Rick Miller asked for volunteers
to coordinate each event. The list is as follows:

There was discussion on whether or not to make the
Bud Hall event an AMA sanctioned affair, and the
decision is yet to be determined. Loren Blinde
indicated that he is an approved Contest Director, if his
services are needed. There was also discussion
regarding a $10 fee for the Bud Hall event, which would
include lunch. Also, we are considering making the
other three events based on “at will” donations. Rick
Miller suggested that we should provide lunch at all
events to prevent attendees from having to leave to
find food on their own. Loren Blinde suggested we get
our events posted on the Metro Area R/C Events
Calendar, and | have done so.

New Business:

Rick Miller will work on updating the club AMA charter
for 2021.

Loren Blinde said the safety fence at the field is in
need of repair. He will check to see if more material is
needed.

Loren Blinde asked if the $135 per month cost for
porta-potty rental & service is reasonable. Rick Miller
said he had been given the name of a competitive
supplier by Scott Kuhn last year. Loren said he would
make some calls to see if we can find a rental at a
better price.

Rick Miller asked if the mower is ready for the 2021
season. Mike Lawver indicated that he has not yet been
able to get it tuned up, but would see about getting
that done soon. Loren Blinde said the mower blades
need to be sharpened or replaced. There are 2 or 3 sets
of blades, so keeping sharpened blades in reserve
should not be an issue. Loren also pointed out that we
usually start mowing in early April.

Tim Peters asked if the contamination issue at the
ethanol plant north of the field is cause for concern.
Rick Miller stated that the effected creek passes about
%2 mile to the east of the field, and that UNL personnel
should be well aware of the situation. It was suggested
that Nelson Carpenter please contact UNL personnel to
determine if there is any impact to our location.

| don’t recall when | started my scratch
build 55% Lazy Ace, but this winter was a
good time to finish it. Using the original
100% Lazy Ace plans as a guide, | drew up
my own plans.

The goal was to make it electric, light and to use as
much material | have laying around in the basement. |
didn't want to make a battery hatch or remove the
wing to install the battery, so | put hole in the firewall
under the motor for battery access. The cowl was
made by covering a shaped piece of Styrofoam with
fiberglass and sanding until smooth. It took a few
coats. | used an Eflite Park 480 910Kv motor and 10x5

prop.

The first flight on Dec 24" was uneventful, with little
need for trim adjustments and a comfortable flight
speed at % throttle. It weighs in at 42 % ounces with
battery and FAA sticker.
