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ALL CLUB MEMBERS ARE ENCOURAGED TO ATTEND THE BUSINESS MEETINGS 

 There is a proposal coming up 
to open up the main flight line to 
helicopters every Monday.  This 
proposal is being made for a num-
ber of reasons: 
 Several Omahawks members 
own helicopters too large to fly 
over the smaller helipad area to 
the southwest of the main run-
way. 
 Expanding available helicop-
ter flying opportunities will at-
tract more potential members. 

 Monday field traffic was very 
slow last season, and open heli-
copter flying would improve field 
utilization and reduce the field’s 
exposure to vandals. 
 Expanded helicopter flying 
will attract younger potential 
members and help even out the 
club’s member demographics. 
 Continued diversification of 
the Omahawks’ flying opportuni-
ties for members, like we’ve 
added opportunities to fly electric 
gliders, EDF jets, and other new 
kinds of aircraft. 
 If the general membership 
approves the change, helicopters 
will be allowed on the main flight 
line all day every Monday.  Heli-
copters will be given a priority as 
it will be their one day per week 
to fly, but fixed wing aircraft will 
still be welcome to fly and all pi-
lots will be expected to share the 
runway.  The other six days per 
week, helicopter pilots will still 
have the current helicopter flying 
area for flying smaller helicopters 
and for tuning and hovering their 
larger helicopters. 
Concerns that were discussed at 
the board meeting regarding this 
proposed change to the field rules 
included:
